*No joke, keep knocking!

*The door will be opened

*How long have you asked?

*Did you care enough to beg/plead?

*Did you seek while asking?

* A father
*Not a cold observer
*Not a genie
*He listens to His children

* Moved to action by the prayers of His
children
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Be encouraged to pray
persistently, pray with genuine
interest and pray with real trust
in God listening and answering.

Don’t be led by your past
experiences, instead be led
forward by God

Pray as if things depend on
your prayers, because they do!
