Why Life groups matter? We created Life Groups to connect people to God, the Bible, and other Christians. We believe that spiritual growth happens when these three connections are made. The purpose of our study is to discuss ways to apply the biblical teachings of the Sunday morning message.

1. What is your favorite Christmas movie?
What adversity or difficulty did the main characters have to overcome before the happy conclusion?

2.  Before Life Group, review your sermon notes from this week’s 
     teaching, He is Coming.  What questions do you 
     have about this week’s message? What challenged you? What 
     point(s) did Pastor share that really caught your attention?

CONNECTING TO gOD & THE bIBLE
3.  Read Psalm 13. We don’t usually consider Christmas a time of 
     suffering. However, the season of Advent for the children of 
     Israel was a time of suffering. God was seemingly silent. 
     Imagine a time when there was no one declaring a new word 
     from God. What kinds of hardships and persecutions do you 
     think God’s people endured while waiting to hear from God 
     again and see the promised Messiah?
4.  Read Isaiah 9:1-7. While the people were suffering and in waiting, the Messiah did come. What does it mean that the Messiah came? 
5. The Messiah did come and yet there is still suffering in our season of Advent today. In what ways do we see suffering in our world and community today?  

How might Christians make a life of helping to relieve suffering around us? 
6. Our season of Advent for Christians is still true today. We are waiting for our savior’s return.  Compare our waiting to those who waited for their Savior 2000 years ago. What do we have in common?  How do we differ? 
7. Read 1 Corinthians 1:3-9.  Hardships of our own and people we love and care about make waiting difficult.  The good news is that Jesus gives us hope, joy and strength to endure hardships.
What is one way that you keep your focus on what Jesus offers, rather than the distractions difficulty puts in front of us?

8. One of the ways that God blesses us with hope, love, faith and peace is when we are sharing the hope, love, faith and peace of Jesus with others. As we spend what we have by sharing, God will fill us with even more of Him!  Think of one way that your Life Group (or family) can share with another family or group the hope of the coming “light in the darkness,” knowing that He is Coming.

9.   What is Jesus calling you to do this Christmas season to help someone that is hurting? 

10.   What tangible step can you take in the next week to answer that call?
