      Life Group Sermon App for the week of November 26, 2017         
Why Life groups matter? We created Life Groups to connect people to God, the Bible, and other Christians. We believe that spiritual growth happens when these three connections are made. The purpose of our study is to discuss ways to apply the biblical teachings of the Sunday morning message. 
GETTING STARTED
1. What kind of driver are you in heavy traffic?  Are you patiently waiting on your turn to go? Do you get impatient but stay calm? Or do you use it as an opportunity to test your vocal chords and sign language? 


Teaching Review

2.  Before Life Group, review your sermon notes from this week’s 
     teaching, He is Lord.  What questions do you 
     have about this week’s message? What challenged you? What 
     point(s) did Pastor share that really caught your attention?

CONNECTING TO gOD & THE bIBLE
4. Read 2 Peter 3:8-15a. Holiday celebrations, gatherings and traditions are like a magnet, drawing us into a more hurried pace than “normal.”  On the other hand, Advent is intended to remind us to slow down, wait patiently and pray expectantly for Jesus.  What do you think Peter’s words tell us about the people of his time as it relates to patience?
What do you think about Peter’s reason for God patience?

Why is waiting so hard for us?

5. In our own “wilderness,” as we wait, we can become cynical or doubtful that God is faithful.  What things do you think we can take to remind ourselves of God’s faithfulness?
6. In our sermon text, Mark 1:1-8, we find the idea of preparing the way for the Lord’s coming. What kind of preparation did John the Baptist participate in?

7. The Lord did come in John the Baptist’s day and although present now through the Holy Spirit, is coming again physically in the future. In what we read about how John the Baptist prepared, do we see possible ways that we can prepare others and ourselves, for Jesus’s return?
8. The people of Jesus’ time often did not recognize or accept Him as the Messiah because they were consumed with preconceived notions about how He would show up and what He would look like.  What preconceived notions do you think people of that time had about the Messiah, that Jesus didn’t fit?
What preconceived notions about Jesus returning do you think may impact people not recognizing Him today?
What ways do you think best prepare us to recognize Jesus at work now and in the future?

APPLICATION:  NEXT STEPS
9. We often spend much time preparing for the celebrations of Christmas, without spending time preparing for the reason of Christmas.  What can you do, practically, to prepare the way for Jesus to regularly arrive in your life, every day during Advent?

10. What is one way that you can “prepare the way for the Lord” in a relationship you have with a non-believer, this holiday season?
